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Course Description

Topics in this course may included, but are not limited to, foundations for geometry, geometric reasoning, parallel and perpendicular lines, triangle congruence, triangle properties, polygons, similarity, right triangular trigonometry, circles, spatial reasoning, and transformational geometry. 
Power Standards

The course will focus on, but is not limited to, the following power standards:

· Standard 9.3.1: Calculate measurements of plane and solid geometric figures; know that physical measurements depend on the choice of a unit and that they are approximations.
· Standard 9.3.2: Construct logical arguments, based on axioms, definitions and theorems, to prove theorems and other results in geometry.
· Standard 9.3.3: Know and apply properties of geometric figures to solve real-world and mathematical problems and to logically justify results in geometry 
· Standard 9.3.4:  Solve real-world and mathematical geometric problems using algebraic methods

Materials needed

Cell Phones

Attendance

Tutoring

*Advice: Math is a subject that builds upon itself.  The tools and skills covered in each section need to be practiced and mastered. If you are having difficulties with the class see me as soon as possible.  If you work to learn the material, your grade will take care of itself. 

Evaluation:


Summative Assessments (80%): End of standard assessments and projects, lesson quizzes. Students will have the opportunity to retake assessments before or after school, and 5/10. Learning is our goal. Additionally, students can set up a time with the teacher outside of class to reassess. To retake, students must demonstrate practice prior to in order to increase understanding of topics assessed. 

Methods to display understanding has increased:
· Making corrections on previous work

· Practicing problems related to the assessed topics

· Having a discussion with the teacher
Lesson Quizzes: At the end of each lesson, there will be a short lesson quiz. You may retake lesson quizzes before or after school and 5/10. Same retake requirements for a lesson quiz as a summative assessment.

Math Review Quizzes and Problem Solving Activities (20%): Every two weeks, students will receive a math review quiz based on the current daily math review topics at the beginning of class. Every other Friday there will be a problem solving activity for which your participation and effort is graded. You may not retake quizzes individually.

* While assignments are not graded, there will still be due dates to help keep students on track.

* Why do the assignments when they are not graded? Answer: To help prepare for lesson quizzes which in turn gives timely feedback to the student in order to gauge and extend understanding.
